1.  Per the references, a reservist who has a medical condition that will not be or has not been resolved within 6 months must be placed in a NPQ status and have a Retention Package submitted to the Navy, Bureau of Medicine (BUMED) and Surgery for either extension of Temporarily Not Physically Qualified status or retention in the Marine Corps.  While in a NPQ status Marines are not permitted to perform AD or IDT.  

2.  Effective 1 Jan 12, you have been placed in a NPQ (Non-Drill) status pending results of the Retention Package.  

3.  You will remain in this status until your primary care manager provides documentation stating that you are, “RETURNED TO FULL DUTY WITH NO LIMITATIONS,” or a determination from BUMED has recommended you as fit or unfit to continue your naval service.

4.  While in a NPQ status you are required to submit medical updates every 30 days to ensure this command is aware of your medical status.
