Individual Marine Augmentee (IMA)
Annual PHA requirements are to be completed on NAVMED 6120/4 (Rev. 03/2008) or local Military Treatment Facility (MTF) Standard Form 600.

 IMA Marines electing to use their civilian provider and a NAVMED 6120/8 Periodic Health Assessment (Civilian Provider) must contact the local Marine Corps or Navy Operational Support Center (NOSC) Medical Department Representative to receive the form and guidance/requirements for completion. The completion of the NAVMED 6120/8 form is a three step process:
Step 1: Contact your local Navy or Marine Corps Reserve Center Medical Department Representative (MDR) to obtain NAVMED 6120/8 form and to receive guidance/medical readiness requirements.

Step 2: Schedule appointment with civilian provider to complete sections 6-14 only. Note: this may result in out of pocket expenses. Insurance copayments are not reimbursable.
Step 3: Return the completed form along with additional referral or laboratory results obtained as part of the visit to local Navy or Marine Corps Reserve Center MDR to complete section 15 of the form. 
Note: Section 15 is for MILITARY USE ONLY. The NAVMED 6120/8 is not complete until a military provider and the counselor/MDR has signed the form.
Once completed submit a completed copy of the NAVMED 6120/8 to MCIRSA Medical for review/validation.

Marine Corps Total Force System (MCTFS) update:  Once reviewed/validated, MCIRSA Medical will provide the PHA completion date to MARFORRES IPAC for MCTFS update. 

Individual Ready Reserve (IRR).  IRR Marines are not required to complete the Period Health Assessment until they are gained to an SMCR or Active Duty unit.  The gaining unit must ensure the Marine’s medical readiness, to include PHA, is completed.  As per the MCRAMM, IRR personnel are only required to complete a Report of Medical History DD form 2807-1 every two years.
