
MARADMIN 348/06 - Pertaining to Samples submitted to NDSL

In reference to the MARADMIN 348/06 USE OF DATA PROTECTED BY THE PRIVACY ACT, 

there may be some misinterpretation when submitting urinalysis results. Recently samples have been submitted to the NDSL San Diego with just the last four of the SSN. This is major discrepancy when conducting testing. Please ensure that our SACO/UPCs understand that the Privacy Act of 1974, which is Ref B in the MARADMIN, covers the DTP and IFTDTL because they are password-protected. Once printing off Privacy Act Information from DTP/IFTDTL the SACO/UPC must safeguard this information at all times.
