         he Toys for Tot Program was established to be a community action 
program dedicated to providing Christmas toys to less fortunate children 
throughout the nation. Toy for Tots was started in 1947 by Reserve 
Major Bill Hendricks in Los Angeles and was expanded nationwide in 
1948. Successful campaigns have been conducted each year thereafter 
and now number more than 745 campaigns (163 by Marine Forces 

Reserve units and more than 582 by local community organizations). 
Today, Toys for Tots is the Marine Corps’ premier community outreach 
program. In 1991, the Marine Toys for Tots Foundation was created 
at the behest of the U.S. Marine Corps. The foundation is the sole 
fund raising support organization for the Toys for Tots Program.
