HE Selected Marine Corps Reserve provides critical 
manpower to MARFORNORTH in the form of 
Individual Mobilization Augmentees who serve as 

Emergency Preparedness Liaison Officers between MARFOR-
NORTH and civilian agencies during emergency response 
efforts.  These Marines are field-grade Reserve officers and are 
aligned to each of the 10 Federal Emergency Management 
Agency Regions.

The EPLO IMA structure also includes two Staff Augment officers as 
well as a Readiness Officer and an Operations Officer.

EPLOS PERFORM FOUR PRIMARY FUNCTIONS:

1. Provide situational awareness for commander, MARFORNORTH.

2. Ensure Marine Corps assets are properly invested in the best interest 
of the combatant commander and the Marine Corps.

3. Advise on Marine Corps capabilities and employment considerations.

4. Provide civil support assistance to attached USMC operating force 
commanders and staff.
