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Lleft: 1st Lt Fitzhugh Buchanan, USMCR, enlisted into the Marine Corps Reserve during World War I, deployed to France, and was quickly promoted through the ranks to Sergeant and was then offered a temporary officer commission. After the war was over, he was returned to his enlisted rank to continue service in the Marine Corps Reserve.

Right: Marine Gunner Charles Clark had served in the Marine Corps since 1903, served in China, Caribbean, and Mexico before joining the Marine Corps Reserve. He was one of the first Marines to join the Reserve. During World War I, he was called to active duty as an Instructor at a machinegun school and was promoted to Marine Gunner.
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Marine Corps Women’s Reserve, New York, NY, 1918. From the beginning of World War I through 1922, more than 300 women served in the Marine Corps as messengers, administrators and assistants. Their diligent contributions laid the foundation for women to later serve in greater numbers and capacities.

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Memorial Day Ceremonies, Philadelphia, PA, May 30, 1927. Reserve Marines were not paid for monthly training during this time-frame. They served instead for the honor and distinction of being Marines. The only pay they received was during their annual two-week “Summer Camp” training.
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New Arrivals for the Reserve Platoon Leaders Course - Quantico, VA, Dec 1940. �These civilians would soon earn their Reserve commissions and lead Marines in combat during World War II.
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A Reserve Platoon at Quantico, VA, c. 1925. �Reserve Marines stand in formation awaiting orders for training. In 1925 the Marine Corps Reserve began annual two-week training periods, called “Summer Camps.” Today, these events are referred to as “Annual Training.”
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Flag at Iwo Jima - Feb-March 1945.�Two Marines on Mount Suribachi watch the battle continue on the north end of the island. Reserve Marines served side-by-side with the Regulars and were indistinguishable throughout World War II.
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Crucial manpower support came from the 19,168 African American men who joined the Marines during the war. Trained at Montford Point, near Camp Lejeune, North Carolina, they served as enlisted men since 1942 and as officers since 1945. Of these Marines, 75 percent served overseas. Although assigned to service support units, approximately 8,000 African-American Marines performed their duties under fire at places like Saipan, Tinian, and Iwo Jima. Some of the Montford Point Marines would continue to serve honorably in the Reserve Force through the Korean War and beyond.
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Marine Aircraft Group 33, 2nd Marine Aircraft Wing, Okinawa, Japan, c. April-May 1945.�During World War II, Marine Corps Aviation grew to 135 squadrons, 32 aircraft groups, and 5 wings. Its combined strength of 125,162 officers and enlisted was comprised mostly of Reserve Marines. 109 of 121 (90 percent) Marine Corps flying Aces were Reservists.
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Iwo Jima, Japan, Feb 1945. Fighting a ferocious and determined enemy, Marine Reserves brought their strength, spirit, and intellect to the great mobilization of World War II. Through the course of the war, the Reserve helped the Marine Corps reach a force strength of more than 485,000 Marines.

Enduring extreme cold weather, difficult mountainous terrain, and a numerically superior enemy, Regular and Reserve Marines persevered throughout the fight.
