6.A. STAFF NONFIRE. UNITS ARE REQUIRED TO PROVIDE DPC/RSU-EAST WITH THE NAME, RANK, EMAIL ADDRESS AND PHONE NUMBER OF THE STAFF NONFIRE (SNF). THE SNF INFO WILL THEN BE PROVIDED TO WTBN FOR FURTHER COORDINATION. THE SNF, ONCE CONTACTED BY WTBN, WILL THEN CONDUCT ALL DETAILED PLANNING AND PROVIDE REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION TO WTBN STAFF DIRECTLY. THE SNF CAN BE PROVIDED TO DPC/RSU-EAST VIA SEPCOR BUT MUST BE SUBMITTED NLT 30 DAYS PRIOR TO THE FIRST LIVE-FIRE DATE.
